Plotting out patterns or templates for complicated cornice styles, shaped valances, arches, slant tops, bay windows, or 
curved hardware can be time consuming and costly. The Precision full scale pattern print out service will create these 
patterns and templates for you. 

Sample shown here is a full scale pattern. The over all dimension size is 90” wide x 33” long. Paper size used 
is 122” wide x 36” long, you pay for dimension size only.

•	Never use a ladder again to make an outside mount template.
•	Works great for curved, bay, or bow rod layouts. Use the paper 	
	 pattern to fit rod shapes before manufacturing expensive custom 	
	 bay or curved rods.

2 types of paper available:  
Standard, for use on hard cornice layouts, 
or where seeing the pattern underneath is 
not critical.   
Transparency, allows you to see your 
fabric pattern under the paper.

Transparency paper 
$1.00 Sq. Ft.
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Shown here is a sample of what the full scale print out will look like when you receive it, ready to lay on the fabric and cut. 
Dotted lines indicate cutting lines.  You specify how much of an off-set for Top, Bottom, Leading (Lt side), Outer (Rt side), if 
needed. The over all dimension of this pattern is 90” wide x 33” long.

This pattern was made for a wrought iron rod that was needed to be custom bent to fit into a  5 
sided bow window opening. 2 patterns were printed. The designer took 1 to the job site to test the fit 
of the rod prior to ordering, and the second was shipped to the manufacturer in another State. The 
end result was a perfect fit!

Here is a slanted window which required a 
slanted 3-finger pleat (D-011). By supplying us 
with the window dimensions and the fullness, 
we were able to determine the spaces and the 
pleats needed to create a full size template for 
cutting out the buckram.

This RP-025 is a board mounted valance which was placed onto a arch frame. This works out great as 
you get two templates, 1 for the arch wood frames and the other template to place onto your fabric
